Regional agricultural science and technology centers in Connecticut are meeting the challenge by providing educational programs in the field of agriculture and related occupations. 
[bookmark: _DV_M4]To provide adequate training for those students planning a career in agriculture and related fields, Connecticut has designated regional agricultural science and technology centers in 19 comprehensive high schools to serve students.  The Regional School District #19 Agriculture Education Center at E.O Smith High is one such program.  As an “elective program,” with a fixed number of seats available each year, students may apply for enrollment to our state supported regional program and be considered for admission on a competitive basis.  
[bookmark: _DV_M5]The program prepares students for entry-level employment or higher education in the fields of agriculture and other related fields, including aquaculture. 
[bookmark: _DV_M6]The integrated academic instruction and laboratory approach enables classroom instruction to be more effective in providing a rigorous program of instruction within the context of “real world learning” applications.  The areas of study include:  plant science systems, animal science systems, natural resources and environmental systems, aquaculture and marine-related systems, and agricultural mechanics systems. 
[bookmark: _DV_M7]The program consists of the following required components: 
[bookmark: _DV_M8]Classroom instruction designed to prepare students for the emerging agricultural science and technology field. The broad-based curriculum incorporates cutting-edge technologies, rigorous academics, current labor market information and career decision-making skills. 
[bookmark: _DV_M9]Laboratory experiences provides hands-on activities relating to the mastery of skills in agriculture mechanic technology, animal and plant science technology (including microbiological, biochemical and genetic disciplines), natural resource technology (including land, air and/or water laboratories), grounds maintenance/turf management and computer applications. 
[bookmark: _DV_M10]Student leadership training through Future Farmers of America (“FFA”), a national student leadership organization for students studying agriculture. Skills include teamwork, organization, career decision-making, and oral and written communications. 
[bookmark: _DV_M11]The supervised agricultural experience program provides a planned and supervised work experience through which students receive systematic and organized on-the-job training related to their agricultural education instruction. The work experience program is initiated by a written cooperative arrangement between the student, the school and the employer. 
[bookmark: _DV_M12][bookmark: _DV_M13]Local, State and National Competition provides students with the opportunity to demonstrate their knowledge, skills, public speaking ability and within a competitive forum that requires a wide range of academic skills and personal attributes.

1. [bookmark: _DV_M16]Academic preparation as evidenced by marking period grades and standardized test scores at a level that will support the applicant’s ability to be successful in all program components.  
2. [bookmark: _DV_M17]Demonstrated interest in a field of studies related to agriculture or the FFA as evidenced by past history of school activities, membership in related clubs, hobbies or projects.

4. [bookmark: _DV_M19]Personal letter of application (written by the applicant)
