GENERAL PROVISIONS (SPECIAL SESSION PUBLIC ACT 21-1)
Highlights of the Public Act include:

e Agriculture. The definition of agriculture was amended to specifically state that the
terms “agriculture” and “farming” do not include the cultivation of cannabis.

o Cannabis Establishments. A municipality may prohibit cannabis establishments (or
specific types of cannabis establishments); establish reasonable restrictions on hours
and signage; and establish restrictions on proximity of cannabis establishments to
churches, public or parochial schools, convents, charitable institutions, whether
supported by private or public funds, hospitals or veterans' homes or any camp, barracks
or flying field of the armed forces. (Sec. 148)

e Zoning Regulations. If specific regulations for cannabis establishments are not
adopted, establishments must be zoned as any other similar use, with the exception of
retailers and micro-cultivators, which are required to obtain special permit approval.
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Retailers and Micro-Cultivators. If Mansfield chooses to authorize retailers and micro-
cultivators, only one of each establishment type could be permitted until 6/30/2024
based on the town’s population as per the most recent decennial census (25,892). After
that date, the number of establishments per population will be determined by the
Commissioner of Consumer Protection. (Note: this limit does not appear to limit the
number of dispensaries, hybrid retailers or cultivators.)

Referendum. Voters may force a referendum on whether the retail sale of cannabis will
be allowed in the town. A referendum must be held if at least 10% of registered voters
petition for the referendum. (Sec. 83(a))

Delivery and Transport. Municipalities cannot prohibit delivery or transport of cannabis
by those authorized per the Public Act.

Local Host Community Agreements Prohibited. The Act specifically prohibits local
host community agreements with cannabis establishments. (Sec. 83(c))

Recouping of public service costs. Limited to first 30 days after opening and
maximum of $50,000. (Public Act Sec. 83(b))

Tax Benefits. Host municipalities receive 3% of gross receipts from retailers, cannabis
retailers and micro-cultivators located within the municipality. (Public Act Section 126).
The Town must invoice establishments within 60 days of being notified by the
Commissioner of Consumer Protection of the amount of tax due to the municipality. The
use of these funds is limited to the following activities:

o Make improvements to the streetscapes and other neighborhood developments
in and around each community in which a cannabis retailer, hybrid retailer or
micro-cultivator is located,

o Fund education programs or youth employment and training programs in such
municipality,

o Fund services for individuals released from the custody of the Commissioner of
Correction, probation or parole and residing in such municipality,

o Fund mental health or addiction services,

o Fund youth service bureaus established pursuant to section 10-19m of the
general statutes and to municipal juvenile review boards, or

o Fund efforts to promote civic engagement in communities in such municipality.

POTENTIAL ORDINANCE PROVISIONS (TOWN COUNCIL)

Regulating use of cannabis in lighted cigarette, pipe, or similar form on land under
the control of the municipality. Current ordinances related to use of tobacco products
should be reviewed and updated if needed, particularly if the Town wants to prohibit the
smoking of cannabis on municipal property.

REFERENDUM

The Public Act (Sec. 83(a)) allows voters to force a referendum on whether the retail
sale of cannabis will be allowed in the town. A referendum must be held if at least 10%
of registered voters petition for the referendum.

Cultivator

"Grow space" means the portion of a premises owned
and controlled by a producer, cultivator or micro-
cultivator that is utilized for the cultivation, growing or
propagation of the cannabis plant, and contains
cannabis plants in an active stage of growth, measured
starting from the outermost wall of the room containing
cannabis plants and continuing around the outside of
the room. "Grow space" does not include space used to
cure, process, store harvested cannabis or manufacture
cannabis once the cannabis has been harvested
